Information for Church Members 

Kingswood members are encouraged to support our mission efforts by 
helping with the sale in any of the following ways: 

 Be a seller.  See the Seller Information page and sell your children’s 
items under your own number.  You will receive 2/3 of the sale price of 
your items that sell.  Kingswood missions benefit with a portion of the net 
proceeds from the sale.  Please note that you must use the regular seller 
drop-off times listed on the Seller Information page. 

 Donate items to sell.  We will collect children’s clothing, toys, furniture, 
etc. (as described on the Seller Information page) to sell under 
Kingswood’s seller number.  Kingswood missions will receive the total sale 
price of these items.   

Donations can be dropped off at the church office any time in 
September, up until September 19.  You will receive a tax receipt for 
your donation. 

Donations should be ready for tagging -- clothes should be clean and 
unwrinkled with no rips, minimal stains, all buttons/zippers/snaps in place 
and toys should be sorted with all or almost all of their component pieces.  
There will be extra jewels for your crown if you turn in donation items 
already tagged and ready for the sales floor!   Follow the instructions on 
the Seller Information page and use Kingswood’s seller number, #1. 

 Volunteer to work.  Having enough volunteers is the only way to ensure 
a successful sale and raise funds for missions.  Volunteers who work one 
3-hour or two 2-hour shifts can shop the presale and get the best deals!  
Plus, it’s fun!  Volunteers are needed from Sunday, September 18th 
through Saturday, September 24th at various times.  Please see the 
Volunteer Information page for more detailed information. 

 Calling all Kingwood men:  We welcome your participation throughout the 
week, but we especially need you on Sunday afternoon, September 18th 
for set-up of the racks, shelves, and tables and on Saturday afternoon, 
September 24th for tear-down.  

We have a special need for Spanish-speaking volunteers during the 
sale hours on Friday and Saturday. 

 We will have sign-up sheets available in the narthex before and after 
worship services each Sunday in September.  You can also send an email 
to kidstuff@kingswoodumc.org or call Korrie Klemp at 770-220-0381.   

Ask for God’s blessing on the many volunteers, all of 
those who sell or shop with us, and the sale leadership.
