TRAINING FOR BOY SCOUT LEADERS 
Boy Scout Leader Specifics (BSLST aka SALT) 
This is a classroom/video/discussion format 
concentrating on Troop operations. It is 
required for Scoutmasters and assistants, and 
recommended for advancement, outdoor and 
planning leaders. The three parts are: The role of the adults in a boy-led 
troop; The outdoor and advancement programs; The troop program plan-
ning and troop administration. Each part is 3 hours and can be completed 
in one full day session, or over three or four evenings. 
Sept. 4, 11, 18 & 25: Must attend all evening sessions (7 – 10:30 PM) offered 
by Hightower District (Briarcliff/Tucker) www.hightowertrailbsa.com, match to the 
ITOLS offered on Oct 3 – 5 weekend. 
 
Introduction to Outdoor Leader Skills (ITOLS)  
Outdoor skills are critical to the success of the scouting program. This is 
an outdoor, weekend course – using the patrol method, focused on intro-
ducing the outdoor skills you & your Scouts need to know, and building 
your confidence and abilities to conduct outdoor camping experiences. 
ITOLS is required for Scoutmasters, assistants, Venture and Varsity 
coaches. Requires Class 1 Medical form, advance registration & fees. May 
also require prior attendance of “matching” BSLST (Specifics) classes. Use 
specified contact for more details. 
October 3 – 5: All weekend offered by Hightower District (at BASR)

Troop Committee Challenge 
This is the Leader Specifics course for Troop Committee members. This is 
a classroom/role-playing format designed to support learning the various 
support roles and responsibilities for each position. Usually delivered on 
the Troop level only, the course is 3.5 - 4 hours.

Youth Leader 
Job Descriptions 

Senior patrol leader (SPL) - 
top junior leader in the troop, 
elected by troop members.  He 
leads the patrol leaders' council 
and, in consultation with the 
Scoutmaster, appoints other 
junior leaders and assigns spe-
cific responsibilities. Presides 
over Troop meetings. Serves as 
leader on Troop outings. 

Assistant senior patrol 
leader (ASPL) - fills in for the 
senior patrol leader in his ab-
sence.  He is responsible for 
training and giving guidance to 
the quartermaster, scribe, 
troop historian, librarian, and 
instructors. 

SERVICE PATROL - Duties & Responsibilities 
The Patrol assigned the duties of Service Patrol arrives about 15 minutes before the meeting starts to arrange the room and lay 
out needed equipment. As soon as the meeting is over, the Service Patrol for the evening gets to work putting away equipment 
(chairs, tables, etc.)  used,  cleaning up the room, sweeping/vacuuming the floor, emptying the trash and replacing trash liners, 
cleaning the bathrooms - including toilets and sinks and replacing paper products,  and finally turning off the lights. Reports 
supply needs to Quartermaster.
