Doughboy was buried in a lightly 
greased coffin. Dozens of celebrities 
turned out to pay their respects, 
including Mrs. Butterworth, Hungry 
Jack, the California Raisins, Betty 
Crocker, the Hostess Twinkies, and 
Captain Crunch. The grave site was 
piled high with flours. 
 
Aunt Jemima delivered the eulogy 
and lovingly described Doughboy as 
a man who never knew how much 
he was kneaded. Doughboy rose 
quickly in show business, but his 
later life was filled with turnovers. 

He was not 
considered a 
very smart 
cookie, wasting 
much of his 
dough on half-
b a k e d 
schemes. Despite being a little flakey 
at times, he still was a crusty old 
man and was considered a positive 
roll model for millions. 
 
Doughboy is survived by his wife 
Play Dough, three children: John 
Dough, Jane Dough and Dosey 
Dough, plus they had one in the 
oven. He is also survived by his eld-
erly father, Pop Tart. 
 
The funeral was held at 3:50 for 
about 20 minutes.

Commissioner's Corner

There's not a position in Scouting for which 
there isn't some sort of training. In fact, for 
most positions there are multiple levels of 

training available. Often, the training path be-
gins with some version of "fast start" training, a 
quick orientation of the fundamentals that will 
enable a leader to understand the fundamentals 
of new responsibilities. Additional training is 

available to enable leaders to become comfort-
able with, and truly proficient at, their assign-
ment. Scouting also is committed to life-long 
learning, and there's good reason for that: 
things change. 
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Knot of the Month: BOWLINE

Uses: The Bowline [ABOK # 
1010, p 186] makes a reasona-
bly secure loop in the end of a 
piece of rope. It has many uses, 
e.g., to fasten a mooring line to 
a ring or a post. Under load, it 
does not slip or bind. With no 
load it can be untied easily. Its 
principle shortcoming is that it 
cannot be tied, or untied, when there is a load on 
the standing end. It should therefore be avoided 
when, for example, a mooring line may have to be 
released under load. Two bowlines can be linked 
together to join two ropes.  
 
One Handed: The bowline can be tied with one 
hand - useful if injured, essential if you are using 
the other hand to hold on to the line or the boat!  
 
Can Untie If Not Loaded:  A bowline makes a 
poor safety knot for a swimmer. When a bowline is 
unloaded, it can very readily work its way untied… 
use a stopper/safety knot to secure (blue). 
 
Alternative Structures: When tied as shown in 
the illustration (card), the bitter end lies in the mid-
dle of the loop. Passing the end the opposite way 
round the standing end forms a "Dutch Marine" or 
"Left Handed" bowline (red). It performs satisfacto-
rily - the Dutch Navy stays better - but is much less 
used in other countries.  
 

 Safety: When used for man-carrying applications a figure of eight knot should be tied in the loose (bitter) end, or, perhaps most se-
cure of all, the free end should be fastened to the adjoining loop with a double overhand knot (Blue).
