Features: Clove comes from the word cleave, “meaning to hold fast.” This is a very important knot of only theoretical value. Without
extra support, it is untrustworthy in any situation,

except as a crossing knot. You have to learn it for

scouting and at sailing schools. If you have to use

it, work it up properly; pull length-wise only at both

ends before you load the working end. It is better

to use The Rolling Hitch instead.

Uses: The Clove hitch has two excellent uses: 1)
To secure a line to a post or pole, 2) To start and
end most lashings - it makes a convenient start as
well as leaving an end free to tie the final knot.

Advantages: Can be untied (spilled) by pulling on
the standing part so that it rotates the cross point
in the knot until it goes over the end of the rope.

Tied Using the End: When it is not convenient to
form a clove hitch with two loops, it can be tied by
passing the end round the pole (pictured).
